His presentation included:  Community Development and Services, updating of Master Plan every 5-6 years in conjunction with DRCOG updates, primary growth areas, urban areas, separated urban areas, and other.   Susan Woods, Long Range Planning, discussed the County Master Plan, citizen/community vision for the County and provided a CD, an overview and a poster of the 2020 County Master Plan.  Susan communicated that section 4 of the Plan focused on Urban Areas in the County.  Elyse Salazar, Chief Planner, discussed the process for updating the Master Plan, citizen involvement, the “Meetings To Go” concept, community meetings and handed out a process document and a FAQ document.  She also discussed the importance of the Chatfield Basin, the Chatfield Basin Conservation Network(CBCN) and the CBCN Green Infrastructure Study.  
Peter and his staff emphasized community involvement in their process.  Pat Gallagher emphasized that the County needs to seriously consider the input that is provided to them by the citizens for the County, and most specifically Roxborough.

Barbra Chase Burke reported that the RatPak organization is off and running.  Channel 54, the new Douglas County Youth Channel, interviewed the RatPak Board at their January meeting.  The kids were very excited about the new TV Channel.  They have made much progress on scheduling of events, the master calendar, selecting community projects, ordering of logo items, etc.  

Ed Yeats congratulated and thanked Barbra for working with the RatPak organization and for their progress.
NEW BUSINESS
Sean asked if any input had been received by One Roxborough from the Community.  No input was received.  Peg and Ed reported that Heather Hill was appreciative of the support from One Roxborough for the Parent’s Network idea.

Fred Cook, Douglas County Public Works and Road Engineering, discussed:

- the memo from County Staff regarding the reporting of the fatal accident that occurred on November 6th, 2006 on Rampart Range Road;
- the merge lane on Rampart Range Road

- the Highline Canal at Rampart Range improvement project which will include a detour with project completion date by April;
- significant patching and repair to Rampart Range;

- possible improvements to Waterton Canyon Road (projected in 2008);

- tentative Community-wide meeting on Feb. 20th at the School regarding traffic, road and safety projects.
A motion was made and seconded to establish a Master Plan Sub-Committee to represent the Greater Roxborough Area and to communicate with the County as the Comprehensive Master Plan is updated.  Members of the Master Plan Sub-Committee include:  Ken Maas, Doug Carter, Rob Hardman, Sue Marino, Pat Gallagher and Larry Moore.  Jack Hoagland suggested that we also invite and include Linda Morton on the sub-committee.  The motion passed unanimously.
