The meeting was called to order at 9:30am.
Ed made a motion and Barbra seconded the motion to approve the minutes from the June 7th meeting.  Minutes were approved with no changes.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

- Barbra announced that Roxborough Elementary launched the Brick fundraiser – 

  www.bricksrus.com/order/roxborough; brick orders have not been strong so the PTIC Fundraising

  Committee is revamping marketing of the program

- Suzanne mentioned that the PTIC Business Relations Committee is taking a new approach to 
  soliciting donations from businesses; PTIC will offer donation levels – bronze, silver, gold and 
  platinum
- Peg and Suzanne announced that the Roxborough Marketplace is hosting a Safety Festival on 
  Aug. 25th from 9:00am-Noon in the Marketplace; the PTIC BAM BAM Car Wash event will take place

  on the same day
- Suzanne presented a sample “welcome basket” for new residents moving into the area and requested ideas for additions to the welcome basket
- Peg announced that the Library Foundation IT department was rolling out a cool new web site for the

  Library system; in addition, the Library is offering to host web site and information to non-profits; this

  service is free of charge; rollout is slated for this November
- Larry announced that testing of the new sanitation pipeline from Roxborough to Littleton will undergo

  testing next week; if all goes well, the pipeline will be operational by August 1st
- Jack H mentioned that the Douglas County Fair and Rodeo is taking place August 4th-12th
OLD BUSINESS
Sean made a request to add a One Roxborough Participant slot for the Plum Valley Heights, a 29 home neighborhood in the Roxborough (80125) area.  Jack McCormick of the Plum Valley Heights Homeowner’s Association will be the representative and Lois McCormick will serve as an alternate.  Ed motioned and Barbra seconded to add a Plum Valley Heights to One Roxborough.  Motion passed unanimously.

There was discussion around other areas within the Community that should be invited to participate in the One Roxborough forum – Ravenna, Lockheed Martin, representation from the businesses at Roxborough Marketplace, Sunshine Acres, Chatfield East and Chatfield Estates.  Suzanne will invite Ravenna and Lockheed Martin.  Jack M. will invite Sunshine Acres, Chatfield East and Chatfield Estates.  All voted Suzanne to serve as the One Roxborough representative for the businesses at Roxborough Marketplace.  Debbie will contact the HOA's in the Roxborough Village area to either send a representative to the One Rox meetings or to provide input on what they are doing or concerned about. 
Peg addressed the issue of appointing a new Co-Chair for One Roxborough.  The One Roxborough group is served by two Co-Chairs, each serving an alternating two year term.  Peg asked the group to appoint a new Co-Chair to serve in her place.  Sean has served as Co-Chair for one year as of July 2007 and will serve for an additional year until July 2008.  Steve Sherman, representing the Roxborough Village Metro District, expressed interesting in serving as Co-Chair if the group would be willing to meet at 5pm versus 9:30am as his work schedule does not allow for daytime meetings every month.  The group voted to keep the meeting at the 9:30am time slot.  Debbie expressed interest in serving as Co-Chair although her term on the Metro District Board ends in approximately one year.  All voted for Debbie to serve as Co-Chair as long as she maintained close communications with the Village Metro District.  Congratulations Debbie and thank you for agreeing to serve as Co-Chair.
Larry provided an update on the County process for the update to the Master Plan.  County Planning continues to hold meetings around the County to share information on the updated plan, the process and to gather input from the community.  See CMP 2030 meeting dates on page 3 of these minutes.
Karen provided an update on the land trade with the School District.  The land swap, with no contingencies, is slated to take place by the early Fall timeframe.  There is a possibility that extra land on the property near the school may be utilized for a soccer field of multi-purpose sports field as a shared school/community resource.  The idea of possibly placing the skate board park at that location was discussed although most believed that the location in the Village Metro District Park was a better location.  Doug expressed that the County and School District should ensure that Daryl Schmidt (current land owner) is aware that there is no guarantee to build on the property in the Roxborough Park neighborhood.
Suzanne Turner requested that we table the idea of a regional map of Roxborough until mid-August.  She conveyed that the cost of creating a map similar to examples from Breckenridge and Lake City were very costly to produce.   Sean and Suzanne will work on creating a basic map of the area to include trails, parks, etc.  The County GIS department has committed limited resource to assist.  Barbra requested that we strive to keep the map to an 8.5”x11” size (standard sheet of paper).
Suzanne and Ed updated the group on the status of a single calendar on a Roxborough web site (www.roxboroughcolorado.com).   More information has been added although she still needs folks to email her with Community events so she can post them to the site.  Much discussion was held as to advertising the web site to get the word out to the Community.  It was decided that it is too early to advertise the site until will get more calendar events posted so that people see a value in using the site as their “single calendar” resource for the Roxborough area.
NEW BUSINESS

Sean asked if anyone had received any input from the Community.  No new input was received since our last meeting.
Debbie, as the liaison for the Roxborough Historical Society, provided a progress report.  The official name of the group will be “Roxborough Area Historical Society”.  One of the first events for the group is the dedication of the old brick kiln site (across the parking lot from the fire station).  The kiln will be dedicated as a historical landmark on Aug. 22nd at 5:30pm.
Sean requested feedback from the group for the Post Office substation located in the Safeway Gas Station.  This feedback will be given to the USPS and also to Safeway.  All mentioned that the service was great and that it was nice to have the convenience of a Post Office substation.  Service has improved dramatically since Safeway took over.
