The meeting was called to order at 9:35am.  A motion was made to approve the minutes for the 
May 1st meeting.  Minutes were approved with no changes.
ANNOUNCEMENTS
· Ed Yeats, recipient of Ron King Service Award – it was suggested that we table this announcement until the next meeting; Ed received this award for his contribution and volunteer work with youth
· Roxborough Marketplace sponsored Clean-up Day – Friday, June 27th, 10am in the parking lot of the Marketplace; a youth organization approached Suzanne and the Marketplace for assistance with the cleanup day(possibly 80 youth); Karen asked if the group could concentrate on the Primary school property 
· A new date was set for the One Rox BBQ for One Roxborough Participants and their families: June 26th, 5:30-8:30pm; we will not have a July One Rox meeting 
· Commissioner's Town Meeting in Roxborough, tonight, June 5th at 6:30pm in the Roxborough Primary cafeteria

· Debbie announced Roxborough Area Historical Society events:  June 10th is a data gathering meeting from 7-8pm at the fire station; Chatfield State Park is hosting Slocum Cabin Days all day on June 14th & 15th; July 8th is a tour of “Mountain Jeannie” home; the group is also planning a tour of Kassler
· RatPak and Bluebird Project update from Debbie and Barbra; Oct. 11th at 9:45am-Noon is the next scheduled RatPak cleanup day meeting at the Rox Primary building parking lot; the Spring clean-up date is April 11th; the RatPak group voted unanimously to do a joint “adopt a highway” project with One Rox; the bluebird project is going very well; Debbie handed out a newsletter; the RatPak kids are really excited to see birds nesting in the box which were built in January, 31 boxes were installed in March and now there are a total of 48 boxes; the bluebird boxes are populated with roughly 30 nests, 70 eggs, and 6 young; birds include swallows, wrens, chickadees; Larry pointed out that an article regarding the RatPak bluebird project is on the front page of today’s DC News Press; Lloyd communicated that Herb Livingston and his family are very appreciative and excited about the take-off of this project; in addition, the team greatly recognized Miles Prysby for his significant and invaluable contribution to the project (thanks, Miles!)  
· Barbra provided an update for PTIC:  working on master calendar completion for next school year -- family field day Aug 23rd; Fall Family Social at Stockton Stables on Sept. 19th; Octoberfest is Oct. 25th; holiday event in the Marketplace Dec. 11th; and events next year including a Cotillion event, Science Fair, Father-Daughter Dance; talent show and Space Day
· County Update: Commissioner Boand announced that the County presented a check for a whopping $225k to the Rox Metro District for the skateboard park.  A 3-way agreement and partnership is in place between DC, Jeffco and Lockheed Martin to work on improvements to the  Waterton Road and Wadsworth intersection (initial amount of $400-$500k for the first phase).  Pavement from Valley Circle to Waterton Road will commence soon.  The County is considering contract with Aurora for water pipe expansion and also with Denver water.  The water tank project has been a big issue with residents in Roxborough Park subdivision.         

A DC new water resource specialist started on Monday which will bring key changes and focus to the water issues.  The County Master Plan is a key agenda item in Aug for process for development in the area and an approach that honors everyone’s position.
· David Jarboe thanked the Community for rallying to help with Emerson’s Journey (a benefit for Emerson Aurich) and for Community support in the death of Tyler Hagmen.  Karen Brofft reported on another act of good will as an anonymous donor paid off the school lunch debt for all kids that were in need of assistance.
· There is a concert at Rox State park this Sunday at 6pm.
· The Rox Art Council showcase at the Wildlife Experience is in September.
· Congratulations to Margaret Taylor and her husband as they are expecting their first child! 
OLD BUSINESS
Peg announced that the One Rox web site is being populated with additional information, photos and video.  An email will be sent out when the site has been updated.  The One Roxborough video was reviewed.  After the video, Resident Linda Arbonski requested clarification on area representation and participation for One Roxborough.  For clarification, One Roxborough strives to represent all residents that reside in the 80125.  Invitations for participation in One Roxborough have been extended to all HOAs that are known in the 80125 area.  Although participation is not mandatory, the mission of the group is to improve the lives of all residents in the area through effective communication, discussion of important topics related to the area, coordination of efforts among the various organizations represented and solid leadership.  One Roxborough participants, the video and other information is located at www.OneRox.org
Debbie provided a brief status for the construction of the skateboard park.  DC provided check for $225k to district.  The District is seeking bids for construction.  The plan is to break ground this Fall.  The landscape architect and skateboard park architect are working together.  The skateboard park will be located in the 18-acre park on Rampart Road -- location may be near the tennis court.  The youth will be involved in the process as they were back in the beginning stages of the project in 2001.  
Ken educated the One Rox team on considerations for the proposed raising of the water level in Chatfield Reservoir.  This is a big community issue and will be in the news in the near future.  Ken provided a presentation from a Chatfield State Park perspective.  The Roxborough Water Board is a member of the group for this project.  One of the goals is to protect places of State-wide significance and create an array of recreational opportunities.  The last big flood was back in 1965.  Chatfield exists for flood control as part of the Tri-Lakes Project -- Cherry Creek Reservoir was built 1st, then Chatfield in ‘73/’74 and then Bear Creek.  Chatfield State Park opened in 1976.  Denver water utilizes the reservoir for water storage in non-flood condition times.  Flooding does occur from time to time.  Low fluctuation of water level makes Chatfield a popular park, especially for recreation and for nature ($1.6M visitors last year)  The project proposes an additional 12 vertical feet of water for additional storage in wet years.  This is to capture water in dry years.  Many large partners and smaller groups are participating in the project.  If approved, in wet years, the additional capacity would allow for 12 vertical feet.  Flooding is estimated at every 6 years (15%of the time). The project would allow a 7 foot option and a 3rd alternative would be to find other ways and places to store water other than Chatfield.  These options are being investigated.  The additional storage capacity would require the movement of existing recreational facilities at the park.  TetraTech has been hired to work on an environmental impact for the project.  Public meetings will be part of the process and Colorado Water Conservation Board is playing a key part in this project.  It is important to get the word out.  The project is incredibly expensive (hundreds of millions is likely).  Edaw, a Ft. Collins company, has been contracted to study recreation impacts.  A goal is to minimize impact on environment, wildlife and recreation.  Projected start time for the project is within 5 years.  Chatfield is the #1 busiest state park in the state system.
NEW BUSINESS

Debbie asked if anyone had received input from the Community.    No input was received.  Any resident that has input or issues to be addressed by One Roxborough should contact one of the One Roxborough Participants listed on the web site -- www.OneRox.org
Amy Branstetter, Larry Corcoran and Fred Koch from DC Public Works presented information for the 2030 Transportation Plan and options for future access to/from Roxborough SE to Hwy 85.
On behalf of Larry Moore, Sean read a letter for the Roxborough Water and Sanitation District regarding the City of Littleton’s City Council decision to increase fees to water districts outside of the city limits.  The City of Littleton is mandating a substantial rate increase for outlying areas.  The City Council proposal was in total opposite of what Littleton Staff recommended.  Roxborough Water and Sanitation District, along with other districts, is investigating legal issues.
