The meeting was called to order at 9:40am.  Karen welcomed everyone to the new Roxborough Intermediate building.  All welcomed new Participant, Ken Brink, and introductions were made.
A motion was made to approve the minutes for the April 3rd meeting.  Steve B made a correction to the minutes – “County Transportation is looking at two options for the proposed road exiting South of Roxborough.  There may be some opposition as both options will go through open space and exiting housing and/or developments.”  Minutes were approved with changes.

· Peg had a recommendation from Barbra to hold a One Rox BBQ in lieu of our regular scheduled meeting; kids are invited; Suzanne will create a sign-up sheet to coordinate what folks should bring to the BBQ; the date is Thursday, July 17th, 5:30pm at the Burke’s (please note that date will need to be moved due to schedule conflict)
· Suzanne announced that the Tamale Kitchen is now open in the Roxborough Marketplace
OLD BUSINESS
Peg announced that the One Rox web site is being populated with additional information, photos and video.  We will continue to update the site as new information is received.
Jack M announced results of final public hearing for CMP 2030 update; the Staff and Planning Commission did an outstanding job on a long update process.  The plan update was approved by the Commission by a 7-2 vote.  Elizabeth Kay Markettii reported that on May 12th, the Planning Commission will formally adopt the CMP2030 plan after the minor changes are made.  There is no anticipated public input at the May 12th meeting.  A few questions were asked regarding the plan, public input and the timing of when the plan goes into effect.  
Sean asked the group to set a date for the One Roxborough-sponsored clean up day.  Ed made a recommendation to have a joint clean-up with the RatPak.  Suzanne made a recommendation for One Rox to “adopt a road”.  Steve B recommendation to have joint “adopt a road” cleanup program for both 
groups.  Suzanne will contact Randy Teague at the County, 303-660-7400, to understand specifics for the “adopt a road” campaign.    
NEW BUSINESS

Debbie asked if anyone had received input from the Community.   Sean reported the following:
Allison Wright email re: One Rox and CMP; phone discussion with Sylvia re: CMP; discussion with Mary Beth Kopec re: food bank (referred her to Dave Jarboe; Steve Ketcham, land owner, reported that they are in the process of going through an amendment to the Roxborough Park PD.  Nicholo’s received some threats of boycott due to Nicolo’s being in favor of the Comprehensive Master Pan.
Steve B announced that the County just completed its 2nd resident survey.  Financial, growth and Community development were among the issues.  80% placed water as the #1 issue.  The report is over 700 pages and the County is working on a summary report.  
School land swap update:  a maximum zoning was approved by the Planning Commission and the D.C. Commissioners for the land next to Loaf-n-Jug and the school property land swap.  There is a detailed plan being submitted to County Planning Staff.   
Regarding housing development, Steve B reported that 28,000 lots are “on the books” approved to be developed in the County.  This does not include zoned areas within the cities in the County.  The Master Plan update continues to be a big issue for the Commissioners.  Steve B and Jack H recommended focused outreached.
